EBITDAcomprises
earningsbefore deductinginterest and other financialcharges,incometaxesand depreciation. ά!ŘƧǳǎǘŜŘ9.L¢5!έis the calculationof EBITDAadjustedby all the non-cashitems that are includedin the EBITDA
calculation.
